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The Organizational System of Urban Administration in Jinshi-
Dilizhi (the Chapter on Geography from the History of
the Jurchen Jin Dynasty)

Abstract: Since the end of the Tang and the Five Dynasties, great changes have taken place
in urban administrative organizations, as verified by urban administration organizations which
had independent administrative functions at different levels and scales, including the
Jingxunyuan (i Bg), the Lushisi ( 5% 3 F]) and the Sihousi ( H] % r]). As urban
administration organizations of county level in the Jin dynasty, their official systems were
clearly recorded in the Chapter on Officials from the History of the Jurchen Jin Dynaty,
whereas the Organizational System of Urban Administration at county level was not found in
the Chapter on Geography from the History of the Jin Dynasty. It is worthwhile to research
and revise this point.
